Linguistic information: Introduction to Russian verbs

The original form of the verb is called the infinitive. It shows the action or a state of being
but does not tell who performs the action or when it was performed. The infinitive form of the
Russian verbs always ends in -Thb, -Ub or -TH.

-Th: UATaTh, IUCATh, XOJIUTh, €30UTh, 1ABATh, JATh, OTKPBITH, €IC.;
-4b: IOMOYb, OEpeUb, CTEpPEUb, MOYb, E1C.;
-TM: UATH, HECTH, BECTH, OpecTH, €tC..

Russian verbs come in:
1) two aspects: (imperfective & perfective);
2) three tenses: (present, past & future);
3) two conjugations;
4) three moods: (indicative, imperative & conditional);
5) four participle forms: {present (active, passive), past (active, passive)};
6) two forms of gerund: (present, past).

Russian aspects: (imperfective & perfective)

There are normally two words for each verb in Russian. One is the imperfective, the other is

the perfective.
Imperfective Aspect - Incomplete, ongoing, habitual, reversed or repeated actions

1. In the present tense the action is still ongoing by definition so the imperfective aspect is always
used in the present tense.
2. Unfinished and ongoing actions always use the imperfective aspect.

3. Actions that are repeated an unspecified number of times, or are habitually repeated are
imperfective.

Perfective Aspect : actions completed successfully.

Aspects in the negative
Using the negative with perfective verbs indicates the person failed to do that action. Using the
imperfective will normally simply mean that it didn’t happen.

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Aspects are used to indicate if an action was completed successfully or is ongoing.
For this case in English are used extra verbs like “had” and “have”. For example, in the phrase “I
ate.”, the action is completed. However, in a phrase like “I have been eating”, it is implied that
action is not yet completed.
Aspects are used to illustrate this difference, however their use in Russian is much more defined.

First Group Conjugation and Second Group Conjugation

Russian verbs are generally broken down into two groups the first and second, if verbs
ending in - aTk or - cru they belong to the 1% group, verbs ending in -uts belong to 2™ group,
verbs ending in -ers can belong to either 1% or 2" group.

In Russian verbs in the present tense are conjugated by dropping the last two letters of the
infinitive, usually "1s", and adding the appropriate ending ("', "ems", "er", "em", "ere" or
"lOT").

Russian Past Tense

In Russian to use the past tense need to remove the final -tw of a verb, and add - plus the
appropriate final letter reflecting the gender of the subject (masculine, feminine, neutral or
plural). The Russian past tense involves the use of the imperfective and perfective aspects.
The imperfective in the past tense refers to an action in the past which was repeated, left
unfinished, or both. The perfective in the past tense refers to an action, successfully completed

once, and now is over.

Russian Reflexive Verbs

Russian reflexive verbs are different than English reflexive verbs, because in English you can
go without mentioning the direct object, for instance I shaved (you don’t need to say I shaved
myself) but in Russian you can’t make that expression without inserting the “myself” the Russian

way.

Russian uses a suffix -cst on the verb to indicate where a direct object is identical with the
subject. So to express a reflexive form in Russian, a reflexive particle -cst
consonants and -cw after vowels to the verb.

Russian has a certain number of verbs that can be used as reflexive verbs or regular verbs; also,
many times Russian uses reflexive verbs where English doesn’t.
